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Memorandum of Understanding

Delegations representing the Government of the State of Israel and the
Government of the Kipgdom of Thailand met in Tel-Aviv on 28/29 May 2007
to discuss issues concerning the aviation links between the two countries.

The list of the two delegations is attached herewith as Annex 1.

The discussions were held in a cordial and friendly atmosphere and the
following understandings were reached:

1. Route Schedule

Both Delegations agreed to replace the Schedule mentioned in the CMOU
dated 23 January 2003 regarding the Air Services Agreement signed on 8
March 1968 by a new Schedule attached as Annex 2.

2. Capacity and Frequencies

Both Delegations agreed to replace paragraph 4 of the CMOU dated 23 January

2003 as follows:
"In accordance with paragraph 4 of Article 6 of the Air Services Agreement,

the designated airline(s) of each Contracting Party shall be permitted to operate
with no restriction on capacity, frequency or type of aircraft on their respective

specified routes."

3. Co-terminalization

The airline(s) designated by either Contracting Party may combine any two
points on its specified routes in the territory of the other Contracting Party on

all scheduled services.

4. Code Sharing Provisions

Both Delegations agreed on the code share framework as specified in Annex 3.

5. 5" Freedom Traffic Rights

In operating the agreed services, the designated airline of Israel shall be entitled
to operate with 5" freedom traffic rights on the sector between Thailand and

Singapore up to 3 weekly services.

Likewise, the designated airline of Thailand shall be entitled to operate with 5"
freedom rights on the sector between Israel and a beyond point to be specified

at Thailand's choice at a later date.
