1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 The Sixth Meeting of the General Border Committee (GBC)
between the Kingdom of Cambodia and the Kingdom of Thailand
was held at ........ , Siem Reap, Cambodia on 2-3 April 2009. The
Meeting was co-chaired by H.E.General Tea Banh, Deputy Prime
Minister and Minister of National Defence of the Kingdom of
Cambodia and H.E.General Prawit Wongsuwon, Minister of Defence
of the Kingdom of Thailand. Name lists of the Cambodian and Thai
delegations appear as Annex I.

1.2 The Meeting acknowledged the progress of cooperation
between the Royal Cambodian Armed Forces and the Royal Thai
Armed Forces. Both sides also reviewed the results of the
implementation of various cooperation programmes as tasked by the
Fifth Meeting of the General Border Committee which was held in
Bangkok, Thailand from 27 to 28 February 2007. The Meeting
provided an opportunity for both sides to broadly discuss on issues
with a view to further strengthening bilateral cooperation in the
context of promotion of peace, security and prosperity in the border
areas, and assigning the relevant committees and authorities to
effectively implement the results of the Meeting.

1.3 Prior to the Sixth Meeting of the GBC, the Joint Secretariat
of the Meeting was held to prepare necessary arrangement for the 6"
GBC Meeting. The Joint Secretariat Meeting was co-chaired by H.E.
General Neang Phat, Secretary of State, Ministry of National
Defence/Chief of the Cambodian GBC Secretariat and Lieutenant
General Nipat Thonglek, Director of Department of Border
Affairs/Chief of the Thai GBC Secretariat. The Meeting was held
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from 2 to 3 March 2008 at Phnom Penh Hotel and conducted in a
warm, cordial and constructive atmosphere.

2. OPENING SESSION

H.E. General Tea Banh, Deputy Prime Minister/ Minister of
National Defence/ the Cambodian Co-Chairman welcomed the Thai
delegation and emphasized the importance of GBC as the high-level
mechanism in promoting bilateral cooperation and constructive
neighborly relations as well as close friendship and mutual
understanding between the Armed Forces of the two countries. He
also reaffirmed the commitment to play a leading role in the process
of building a stable and peaceful environment in the common border
areas with a view to ensuring the improvement of quality of life of
the Cambodians and Thais living in the border areas.

In his reply, General Prawit Wongsuwon, Minister of Defence of
the Kingdom of Thailand/ the Thai Co-Chairman expressed his
gratitude to the Cambodian Co-Chairman and Cambodian delegation
for the warm welcome, hospitality and generosity provided by the
Cambodian side. He also praised that this was a good sign for both
sides to push forward cooperation for mutual benefits of the two
countries and peoples. Texts of both statements appear as Annex I1.

3. ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA

The Meeting adopted the Agenda of the Sixth Meeting of the
GBC which appears as Annex III.

4. PROGRESS REPORT

The Meeting acknowledged the progress of the bilateral
cooperation in the border areas between Cambodia and Thailand
since the Fifth Meeting of the GBC which was held in Bangkok,
Thailand from 27 to 28 February 2007 as appears in Annex IV.
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5. MATTERS OF CONSIDERATION PROPOSED AT THE
6" GBC MEETING

5.1 Both sides agreed to the important programmes concerning the
enhancement of relationship and cooperation between Thai-Cambodian
border - area commanders by encouraging more exchanges of visit,
discussions, and meetings.

5.2 Other significant issues were also discussed in details which
appears in Annex V

6. ADOPTION OF THE AGREED MINUTES AND JOINT PRESS
STATEMENT

The Meeting adopted the Agreed Minutes of the Sixth General
Border Committee Meeting and other related documents which form
part of this Agreed Minutes. The meeting also endorsed the Joint
Press Statement of this meeting. Details of which appear as Annex VI.

7. DATE AND VENUE OF THE SEVENTH MEETING OF
GENERAL BORDER COMMITTEE

The Meeting agreed to hold the Seventh General Border
Committee in Thailand tentatively in 2009.

8. CLOSING SESSION

H.E.General Prawit Wongsuwon, Minister of Defence of the
Kingdom of Thailand/ the Thai Co-Chairman delivered his closing
remarks in which he expressed, on behalf of the Thai delegation, his
sincere thanks to the Cambodian side for the warm welcome and
generous hospitality accorded to him and the Thai Delegation during
their stay in Cambodia. The Sixth Meeting of the GBC was
concluded by the closing remarks of H.E. General Tea Banh, Deputy
Prime Minister/ Ministry of Defence/ the Cambodian Co-Chairman,
in which he reiterated the need for closer cooperation of all agencies
concerned of the two countries to translate the results of discussion
from this Meeting into effective practice. Texts of the closing
remarks of the two Co-Chairmen appear as Annex VII, respectively.
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This Agreed Minutes is signed subject to written confirmation
that the two sides’ respective internal legal procedures required for its
entry into force have been completed.

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“*Border and Boundary Issues

1. Survey and Demarcation of Land Boundary

1. The Meeting took note with appreciation the progress of the meeting
between the two Foreign Ministers during the visit of the Thai Foreign Minister
to Cambodia, the meeting between the two Defence Ministers during the ASEAN
Defence Ministers’ Meeting, and the meeting between the two Prime Ministers
during the ASEAN Summit in Cha-am, all of which demonstrated the firm
commitment of the Royal Thai Government and the Royal Government of
Cambodia in solving boundary issues by using peaceful means through bilateral
negotiation, namely, the General Border Committee (GBC) and Joint Boundary
Commission (JBC).

2. The Meeting also took note with appreciation of the progress made by
the Joint Survey Teams in the fact finding mission on the condition and the
locations of the boundary pillars, in which 48 out of 73 boundary pillars have been
identified since the commencement of the mission in June 2006, in accordance with
the Terms of Reference and Master Plan for the Joint Survey and Demarcation of
Land Boundary (TOR) under the framework of the Joint Boundary Commission
(JBC) between Thailand and Cambodia.

3. The two sides agreed to fully support the effort of the JBC in solving the
boundary-related issues on the basis of the MOU between the Government of the
Kingdom of Thailand and the Government of the Kingdom of Cambodia on the
Survey and Demarcation of Land Boundary dated 14 June 2000, TOR approved by
the JBC in its Special Session of 25 August 2003, and the Concept Paper on
Thailand - Cambodia Border Points of Entry: Ways towards New Order, Effective
Border Management and Greater Bilateral Cooperation, which was adopted by the
Joint Cabinet Retreat between Cambodia and Thailand in 2003. The Meeting
agreed to impress their local authorities about the content of Article 5 of the
Memorandum of Understanding on Survey and Demarcation of Land Boundary
and to ensure that they would strictly observe it both to its letter and spirit.

4. Both sides shared the same view that the boundary issues should not
be allowed to undermine the good relations and understanding between the two
countries. The two sides are fully supportive of solving any boundary incidents
locally by peaceful means. In case the issues cannot be resolved locally, both

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sides shall report to their respective higher authorities. Both sides further

emphasized that the officials of both sides shall meet regularly so as to enhance
close personal relationship.

2. Area of Qverlapping Maritime Claims

Both sides took note of the results of the official visit of the Minister of Foreign
Affairs of Thailand to Cambodia on 25-26 January 2009 in which it has been agreed
that relevant authorities of both sides were to meet as soon as possible to further
discuss details regarding the overlapping maritime claims to the continental shelf.

The Meeting encourages that the Meeting of the Joint Technical Committee and its Sub-
Committees be held in April 2009.

3. Border Points of Entry and Border Crossings

1. The Meeting was informed that the Thai side has issued “Immigration
Card” to the Cambodian citizens who cross the border to Thailand via the Klong
Luk — Poi Pet International Point of Entry with a view to facilitating them to travel
to Rong Glua Market on a daily basis between 07.00-20.00 hours.

2. The Meeting is of the view that the concerned authorities of both sides
are encouraged to cooperate closely in monitoring border crossing in accordance
with the Thailand — Cambodia Agreement on Border Crossing dated 21 June 1997,
in particular, the use of passport or border pass issued by relevant authorities. The
authorities concerned are also encouraged to observe concrete measures in order
fo prevent the use of falsified travel document and other criminal activities.
Authorities concerned of both sides are to inform their citizens to strictly abide by
the rules and regulations.

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% Security and Peace Keeping in the Border Areas

1. Cooperation on Labour

The Meeting was informed that both sides agreed to support the measures
to resolve labour issues. The Ministry of Labour of Thailand and the Ministry of
Labour of Cambodia will continue to cooperate closely as agreed during the 3™
Ministerial Meeting and the 6" Senior Officials Meeting (SOM), held from 28
November — | December 2007 in Siem Reap which include the issues of
nationality verification process by issuing Certificate of ldentity (C.1) to
Cambodian workers in Thailand and drawing up the framework for Cambodian
workers to work in Thailand on daily and seasonal basis.

2. Prevention and Suppression of Drugs Trafficking

1. The Meeting encourages the military, police, and drugs suppression
officers in the border areas of both sides to strengthen their cooperation on
prevention and suppression of drugs trafficking in the border areas, especially in
exchange of information on drug-related criminals, routes of drugs trafficking
and production sites. The Meeting was informed that the Cambodian side is
appreciative for the training courses on investigation and interrogation
techniques provided by the Thai side for Cambodian officials as part of the
exchanges of best practices.

2. The Meeting also encouraged the implementation of the resolutions of
the 3 Meeting of Thailand — Cambodia Bilateral Cooperation on Drugs
Suppression held in Nakhon Ratchasima Province, Thailand from 6 fo 8
February 2008, i.e. supporting training courses to Cambodian drugs suppression
officials on treatment and rehabilitation of drugs addicts, establishing Thai—
Cambodian Border Liaison Offices (BLO), as well as establishing a small drugs-
testing office in Battambang Province. Moreover, the Thai side agreed fo provide
speed boats to Cambodia to be used for the drugs suppression operation.

3. Prevention and Suppression of other Crimes in the Border Areas

1. The Meeting took note with concern that the smuggling of contrabands,
cultural artifacts, valuable items, as well as theft and embezzlement of vehicles
still exists in the border areas. In order to curb the said situation, the authorities

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concerned of both sides should strengthen their cooperation on the prevention
and suppression every aspect of crimes, particularly monitoring of theft of
vehicles. Other measures would also include exchange of information among
military and police officers in the border areas, as well as conducting patrols in

a concerted manner.
2. The Meeting took note with high appreciation of the upcoming
returning of seven artifacts from Thailand to Cambodia which symbolizes

constructive cooperation between the two Governments in the area of
transnational crime.

4. Cooperation on Counter — Terrorism

1. Both sides will enhance cooperation on counter-terrorism through
strict monitoring of the activities of terrorist movements and the control the
smuggling and trade of nuclear weapons, biological weapons, and chemical
weapons as well as explosive materials and mines along the border. In addition,
special line of communication must be established to enable efficient exchange
of information through close coordination between counter-terrorism
authorities of both sides.

2. Both sides will actively cooperate in the monitoring of arms trafficking
along the border areas to prevent them from being used in terrorist operations
purposes.

3. The Meeting took note of the agreement of the Third ASEAN Defence
Ministers’ Meeting held in Thailand, which agreed to combat non-traditional
threats that would destabilize the security and stability of the region.

S. Cooperation on De-mining

Both sides agreed to encourage the Mine Action Centres of both
countries, namely the Thailand Mine Action Centre (TMAC) and the Cambodian
Mine Action and Victim Assistance Authority (CMAA), to cooperate in the
exchange of knowledge and sharing of experience, especially planning and
operational techniques on determination of priority area under the framework of
the JBC in accordance with the MOU 2000 and TOR 2003.

6. Promotion of Security at Sea

The Chanthaburi — Trat Border Defence Command of Thailand will
cooperate with the Royal Cambodian Navy and the 3 Military Region of
Cambodia in enforcing measures to provide safeguard to fishing vessels of each
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country and security at seas. The said measures will also include advising naval
units of both sides to establish two-way communication network, exchange of
information, encourage the arrangement of trainings, port visits and meetings at
different levels between naval units of both sides.

7. Enhancement of Cooperation between Thai Security Units and Cambodian
Military and Police Units in the Border Areas

1. The Meeting took note with appreciation that the Thai side will hold
meetings between commanders of Thai security units and Cambodian military and
police units in the border areas at the request of the Cambodian side, so as to
enhance relations and cooperation on effective sclutions to existing issues in the
border areas with the responsibility of Departments of Border Affairs of both
countries for further coordination and implementation on details of number of
meetings a year, elc.

2. The Cambodian side expressed it appreciation to the Thai side for
providing training programmes for Cambodian military personnel in Cambodia as
one of the cooperation in knowledge and experience sharing.

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%> QOther areas of Cooperation

1. Cooperation on Border Trade

With the desire to boost the border trade for mutual benefit of the two
people in the border areas, the Meeting encouraged authorities concerned of
both sides to enhance their cooperation in trade and investment promotion,
suppression of illegal trade-related activities, and Contract Farming.

2. Cooperation on Agriculture

The Meeting encouraged the Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives of
Thailand and Ministry of Agriculture of Cambodia to enhance and expand their

ongoing cooperation for the benefit of farmers and people living along the
border.

3. Cooperation on Public Health

The Ministries of Public Health of both countries will jointly expand and
strengthen cooperation on public health by implementing following measures:

(1) Active encouragement of public health cooperation, especially in the
border public health plan/programme being conducted in parallel border
provinces, e.g. Sa Kaeo Province and Banteay Meanchey Province;

(2) Promotion of public health personnel development through training
and study tours, in particular in the field of communicable disease prevention
and control, e.g. Avian Influenza, HIV/AIDS under bilateral and multilateral
frameworks, such as GMS and ACMECS. The Cambodian side expresses its
appreciation to the Thai side for the support in sending officials to share
knowledge with local officials, especially the communicable diseases, such as
Malaria and Dengue Hemorrhagic Fever to effectively and efficiently prevent
the spread of these diseases in time.

4. Cooperation on Tourism

1. As Cambodia and Thailand have established close cooperation on
fourism under various programmes such as Two Kingdoms One Destination
programmes under Emerald Triangle, ACMECS Scheme, the Meeting
encouraged the Ministry of Tourism of Cambodia and the Ministry of Tourism
and Sports of Thailand to enhance their cooperation as well as to promote the
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trainings and exchanges of visit among officials of both sides. To this end, the
Ministry of Tourism and Sports of Thailand will accordingly provide assistance
to extend training courses for Cambodian tourism officials.

2. The Meeting shared their views that the development of transportation
network and the promotion of tourism and tourist travels by land via
international border point of entry between the two countries, Cambodia and
Thailand will be beneficial to the enhancement of economic and tourism
cooperation as well as promotion of tourism between people of the two
countries. Therefore, the Meeting encouraged authorities concerned of both
sides for fuither consultation to realize the said important matter into practice
for mutual benefit.

3. The Meeting also took note of the development of National Road No.
48 (Koh Kong — Sre Ambel) which was officially opened on 14 May 2008, as
well as National Road No. 67 (Sa Ngam - Anlong Veng - Siem Reap) in 2009, as
they would serve to promote tourism between the eastern part of Thailand and
the southern part of Cambodia.

5. Cooperation on Environment Conservation

1. The Ministries of Natural Resources and Environment of both
countries will actively implement efficient measures in conserving environment
in accordance with the Agreed Minutes of the 5" GBC Meeting dated 28
February 2007 and of the Meeting of Joint Technical Committee (JTC) dated 7
November 2005. Both sides jointly encourage the conservation of natural
surroundings in the commercial and tourism areas by refraining from dumping
disposal materials and promoting water treatment by using practical methods
for the good sanitation of the communities.

2. The Local Administrative Authorities of both sides will emphasize a
Publicity Campaign Policy to inform people living in border areas and urge
them to cooperate in conserving the surroundings that will benefit the quality of
life and the standard of living of the people and their children in the long term,
especially the implementation of the cooperation programme to improve the
scenery at the points of entry of both countries.

3. The authorities concerned of both sides are encouraged to cooperate
in the monitoring and suppression of illegal deforestation in the border areas to
conserve the surroundings so that they remain intact. If any illegal activities are
Jound, relevant officials of both sides should take appropriate action under the
laws and regulations and bring the offenders into justice.
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6. Cooperation on Development of ( Juality of Life, Education, Religion and

Culture

1. The Meeting was pleased to acknowledge the success of the
implementation of the Collective Sufficient Economy Village for Sustainable
Development Project on National Road No.48 (Koh Kong - Sre Ambel) and the
Pilot Village on Development of Quality of Life and Well — Being Project on
National Road No.67 ( Sa Ngam - Anlong Veng — Siem Reap) in Cambodia as a
cooperation between Trat Province - Koh Kong Province and Si Sa Ket Province -
Oddar Meanchey Province under the support of Ministry of Interior and Ministry
of Foreign Affairs of Thailand, which has jointly been conducted since 2006. It was
then agreed that the authorities concerned of both sides have continued the said
projects in 2008 for the people living along the border of both countries to have
better living conditions, and be capable of self-sufficiency.

2. Both sides agreed to expand cooperation in the fields of education,
religion and culture, as these matters are important factors for the enhancement of
mutual relations, understanding and trust, leading to positive cooperation in other
aspects.

3. The Meeting took note with high appreciation that the Cambodian side

will do it utmost to send its officials to join courses and study tours provided by the
Thai side.

7. Cooperation on Disaster Relief

The Meeting took note of the results of the Third ASEAN Defence Ministers’
Meeting in Thailand, which encouraged the ASEAN member states to undertake
necessary preparation to combat natural disasters. Thailand and Cambodia, as
responsible member-states of ASEAN, will cooperate to enhance their readiness to
undertake necessary humanitarian programmes in disaster relief.
