ATTACHMENT C
Article V (a) :
Aviation Security

1. Consistent with their rights and obligations under international law, the
Contracting parties reaffirm that their obligation to each other to protect the
security of civil aviation against acts of unlawful interference forms an integral
part of this Agreement. Without limiting the generality of their rights and
obligations under international law, the Contracting Parties shall, in particular, act
in conformity with the provisions of the Convention on Offences and Certain
Other Acts Committed on Board Aircraft, signed at Tokyo on 14 September
1963, the Convention for the Suppression of Unlawful Seizure of Aircraft, signed
at The Hague on 16 December 1970 and the Convention for the Suppression of
Unlawful Acts against the Safety of Civil Aviation, signed at Montreal on 23
September 1971, and the Protocol for the Suppression of Unlawful Acts of
Violence at Airports Serving International Civil Aviation, signed at Montreal on
24 February 1988 as well as with any other convention and protocol relating to
the security of civil aviation which both Contracting Parties adhere to.

2. The Contracting Parties shall provide, upon request, all necessary
assistance to each other to prevent acts of unlawful seizure of civil aircraft and
other unlawful acts against the safety of such aircraft, their passengers and crew,
airports and air navigation facilities, and any other threat to the security of civil
aviation.

3. The Contracting Parties shall, in their mutual relations, act in conformity
with the aviation security provisions established by International Civil Aviation
Organization and designated as Annexes to the Convention to the extent that
such security provisions are applicable to the Contracting Parties; they shall
require that operators of aircraft of their registry or operators of aircraft who have
their principal place of business or permanent residence in their territory and the
operators of airports in their territory act in conformity with such aviation security
provisions.

4. Each Contracting Party agrees that such operators of aircraft may be
required to observe the aviation security provisions referred to in paragraph 3)
above required by the other Contracting Party for entry into, departure from, or
while within, the territory of that other Contracting Party. Each Contracting Party
shall ensure that adequate measures are effectively applied within its territory to
protect the aircraft and to inspect passengers, crew, carry-on items, baggage,
cargo and aircraft stores prior to and during boarding or loading. Each
Contracting Party shall also give sympathetic consideration to any request from
the other Contracting Party for reasonable special security measures to meet a
particular threat.

5. When an incident or threat of an incident of unlawful seizure of civil aircraft
or other unlawful acts against the safety of such aircraft, their passengers and
crew, airports or air navigation facilities occurs, the Contracting Parties shall
assist each other by facilitating communications and other appropriate measures
intended to terminate rapidly and safely such incident or threat thereof.

ATTACHMENT D

Article V (b)
Aviation Safety

1. Each Party may request consultations at any time concerning the safety
standards maintained by the other Party in areas relating to aeronautical
facilities, flight crew, aircraft and the operalions of aircraft. Such consultations
shall take place within thirty days of that request.

2. If, following such consultations, one Party finds that the other Party does
not effectively maintain and administer safety standards in the areas referred to
in paragraph 1 that meet the Standards established at that time pursuant to the
Convention on International Civil Aviation (Doc 7300), the other Party shall be
informed -of sSuch findings and of the steps considered necessary to conform with
the ICAO Standards. The other Party shall then take appropriate corrective
action within an agreed time period.

3. Pursuant to Article 16 of the Convention, it is further agreed that, any
aircraft operated by, or on behalf of an airline of one Party, on service to or from
the territory of another Party, may, while within the territory of the other Party be
the subject of a search by the authorized representatives of the other Party,
provided this does not cause unreasonable delay in the operation of the aircraft.
Notwithstanding the obiigations mentioned in Article 33 of the Chicago
Convention, the purpose of this search is to verify the validity of the relevant
aircraft documentation, the licensing of its crew, and that the aircraft equipment
and the condition of the aircraft conform to the Standards established at that time
pursuant to the Convention.

4. When urgent action is essential to ensure the safety of an airline
operation, each Party reserves the right to immediately suspend or vary the
operating authorization.of an airline or airlines of the other Party.

5. Any action by one Party in accordance with paragraph 4 above shall be
discontinued once the basis for the taking of that action ceases to exist.

6. With reference to paragraph 2, if it is determined that one Party remains in
non-compliance with ICAO Standards when the agreed time period has lapsed,
the Secretary General of ICAO should be advised thereof. The latter should also
be advised of the subsequent satisfactory resolution of the situation.

ATTACHMENT E

Code Sharing Arrangements

. In operating air services on the agreed routes, the designated airline of
either contracting party may enter into joint operating arrangement with any other
airline(s) which holds the appropriate route and traffic right in the following
manner:

Bilateral code Share

2. Where the designated airlines of both Contracting Parties enter into code
share arrangement, the capacity used by the non-operating carrier will not be
counted against that carrier's capacity entitlement.

Third Party Code Share

3. The designated airlines of each Contracting Party may enter into Code
Sharing Arrangements with any airline(s) of third countries. In such cases, one
code share service is counted against the entitiements of both the operating
carrier and the marketing carrier.

Same Party Code Share

4. The designated airlines of each Contracting Party, while operating along
agreed routes may enter into code-sharing operations with each other, whereby
the frequency used by the operating carrier will be counted against that carrier's
capacity entitlement.

Note:- it is further agreed that each airline involved in code-sharing
arrangements pursuant to this paragraph must, in respect of any ticket sold by it,
shall make it clear to the purchaser at the point of sale which airline will actually
operate each sector of the service and with which airline or airlines the purchaser
is entering into a contractual relationship.
