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Why Have a Parliamentary Television Channel? 

The Thai National Assembly Television Broadcasting Station has 

been operated for 8 years (Since 2006) to broadcast live the meeting of the 

National Assembly, the House of Representatives, and the Senate and to 

produce television programs for publicizing legislative knowledge and 

information on a democratic regime such as 

- conversation on politics and government with members of 

parliament and scholars, 

- conversation on bills in the legislative process and laws that 

affect to people, 
- conversation on current news and general information about 

the National Assembly, and 
- publicity on roles of women politicians, democracy, and anti- 

corruption. 

Moreover, people could participate by telephone during conversation on 

live television programs with their opinions or suggestions toward issues. 

The station broadcasts 16 hours a day from 8 a.m. to 24 p.m. with two 

satellite systems (KU band and C band) and a cable television network 

(CTH cable network). 

Nowadays, the station completes the action plan on human 

resource structure, location, and equipment to handle broadcasting 24 

hours in 2015. Furthermore, the station develops its website as another 

channel to access the television programs for real time and on demand on 

the Internet. 
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
