Criminolization of porticipotion in on organized 
crimino! group 

1. Each State Party shall adopt such leqislative and other measures as may be 

necessary to establish as criminal offences, when cornmiffed intentionally: 

(a) Either or both of the following as criminal offences distinct from those 

involving the attempt or completion of the criminal activity: 

(i) Agreeing with one or more other persons to commit a serious crime for 

a purpose relating directly or indirectky to the obtaining of a financial or other materiak benefit 

and, where required by domestic law, invoMng an act undertaken by one of the parkipants in 

furtherance of the agreement or involving an organized criminal group; 

(ii) Conduct by a person who, with knwvledge of either the aim and general 

criminal activity of an organized crimlnal group or i l s  intention to commit the crimes in question, 

takes an active parr In: 

a. Criminal activities of the organized criminal qroup; 

b. Other actiities of the organized criminal group in the knowledge that 

his or her participalion will contribute to the achievement of the above-described criminal aim; 

(b) Organizing, directing, aiding, abetting, facilitating or counselling the 

commission of serious crime involving an organized criminal group. 

2, The knowledge, intent, aim, purpose or agreement referred to in paragraph 1 

of this article may be inferred from objective factual circumstances. 

3. States Parties whose domestic law requires involvement of an organized 

criminal group for purposes of the offences established in accordance wfth paragraph 1 (a) (i) of 

this article shall ensure that their domestic law covers ail serious crimes involvinq organized 

criminal groups. Such States Parties, as well as States Parties whose domestic law requires an act 

in furtherance of the agreement for purposes of the offences established in accordance with 

paragraph 1 (a) (i) of this article, shall so inform the Secretary-General of the United Nations at 

the time of their signature or of deposit of their instrument of ratification, acceptance or approval 

of or accession to this Convention.

Specid Investigative teclmiques 

1. If permitted by the basic principles of its domestic legal system, 

each State party shall, within its possibilities and under the conditions prescribed by its domestic 

Law, take the necessary measures to allow for the appropriate use of controlled delivery and, 

where it. deems appropriate, for the use of other special investigative techniques, such as 

electronic or othef forms of surveillance and undercover operations, by its competent authorities 

in i t s  territory for the purpose of effectively combatinq organized crime.

4. Decisions to use controlled delivery at the international level may, with the 

consent of the States Parties concerned, include methods such as interceptin9 and allowing the 

goods to continue intact or be removed or replaced in whole or in part.

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Article 26 

Measures to enhance cooperation with 

(ow enforcement authorities 

1. Each State Party shall take appropriate measures to encourage persons who 

patticipate or who have participated in oqanized criminat groups: 

(a) To supply information usefut to competent authorities for investigative and 

evidentiary purposes on such matters as: 
(i) The identity, nature, composition, structure, location or activities of 

organized criminai youps; 

(ii) Links, inc~udin~ internationat links, with other organized criminal groups; 

(ia) Offences that organized criminal qroups have committed or may commit; 

(b) To provide factual concrete help to competent authorities that may 

contribute to depriving organized criminat youps of their resources or of the proceeds of crime. 

2. Each State Party shall consider providing for the possibility, in appropriate 

cases, of mitigating punishment of an accused person who provides substantial cooperation in 

the investigation or prosecution of an offence covered by this Convention. 

3. Each State Party shall consider providinq for the possibitity, in accordance with 

fundamental principles of its domestic law, of granting immunity from prosecution to a person 

who provides substantial cooperation in the investigation or prosecution of an offence covered 

by this Converttion. 

4. Protection of such persons shaN be as provided for in arkie 24 of this Convention. 

5. Where a person referred to in patagraph 1 of this article iocated in one State 

Party can provide substantial cooperation to the 

competent authorities of another State Party, the States Parties concerned 

may consider entering into agreements or arrangements, in accordance with 

their domesric law, concerning the potential provision by the other State 

Party of the treatment set forth in paragraphs 2 and 3 of this articte. 
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Article 2 

Use of terms 
For the purposes of this Convention: 

(i) "Controlled deliveryw shatl mean the technique of allowing illicit or suspect 

consignments to pass out of, through or into the territory of one or more States, with the 

knowledge and under the supervision of their competent authorities, with a view to the 

investigation of an offence and the identification of persons invotved in the commission of the 

offence;
