RESOLUTION ON BUILDING AN ASEAN IDENTITY
The Thirtieth AIPA General Assembly:

Noting that AIPA has given constant attention and promotion to adopt an ASEAN identity and has occasionally organized related activities among the ASEAN citizens; 

Recognizing that ASEAN shall be able to create an awareness of ASEAN identity within the region and in the world;

Bearing in mind that Article 35 of the ASEAN Charter calls for the commitment and efforts of the ASEAN member countries to build an ASEAN identity;

Recalling Resolution No. 29 GA/2008/Soc/01 which urged AIPA Member Parliaments to promote an ASEAN identity and awareness among the people of Southeast Asia; 

Embracing an ASEAN Identity which embodies the principle of peaceful harmony in diversity, democracy and good governance which are to be founded upon the three pillars of an ASEAN Community, cultivates a sense of ASEAN identity among ASEAN’s future leaders through national education, socio-cultural, youth and sports policies, facilitates people-to-people interactions and exchanges among ASEAN Member States, including parliamentary and other exchanges, and reflects the ASEAN symbols such as the logos of ASEAN and the entities associated with ASEAN such as AIPA, and the ASEAN Anthem;   

Supporting the suggestion of the ASEAN Secretary-General to strengthen ASEAN identity through education. 

Hereby resolves to:

Promote ASEAN identity through a parliamentary area; 

Jointly promote with ASEAN an ASEAN Identity, through the fostering of greater awareness of the diverse culture and heritage of the region;

Work closely with ASEAN to raise and broaden the awareness of ASEAN in accordance with the ASEAN Charter among the ASEAN Citizens and the world community;
Collaborate with the ASEAN Foundation to jointly organize people-to-people reach-out programs to bring the ASEAN Charter “the Charter of the Peoples” to the doorsteps of the ASEAN Citizens as envisioned by the Inaugural Informal Meeting of the AIPA Delegation and the ASEAN Leaders during the Fourteenth ASEAN Summit on 28 February 2009 in Cha-am, Thailand;

Engage with ASEAN and AIPA External Parties and Dialogue Partners and the international parliamentary networks on the best practices for grassroots programs and capacity-building activities to raise regional awareness for an ASEAN Identity and an ASEAN Community. 
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
