RESOLUTION ON

ROLES OF WOMEN IN BUILDING 
AN ASEAN COMMUNITY

The Thirtieth General Assembly:

Recognizing the ASEAN Charter as the guideline for building the ASEAN Community which comprises of three pillars, namely ASEAN Security Community, ASEAN Economic Community and ASEAN Socio-Cultural Community, shall be established by the year 2015;
Reaffirming the increasing role of women as stated in the 1988 Declaration of the Advancement of Women in the ASEAN Region,  the 1993 United Nations Declaration on the Elimination of Violence Against Women, The 1995 Beijing Declaration and Platform for Action, the 2004 Declaration on the Elimination of Violence Against Women (DEVAW), the 2005 Work Plan to Operationalize the Declaration on the Elimination of Violence Against Women in ASEAN, The 2008 Joint Statement of the ASEAN High Level Meeting on Good Practices in CEDAW Reporting and Follow Up;


Recalling that at the first informal meeting between the ASEAN Heads of State/Government and the AIPA Representatives during the 14th ASEAN Summit in           Cha-am, Thailand, the respective leaders agreed to cooperate to successfully establish the ASEAN Community by 2015;

Noting that the role of women is placed under the ASEAN Socio-Cultural Community pillar;

Affirming that people are the center of the ASEAN Community and that women shall contribute to constructively and actively participate in building an ASEAN Community;

Recognizing that the participation of the ASEAN Citizen and promotion of greater awareness of an ASEAN identity is imperative for building the ASEAN Community;


Acknowledging that the leading role of women should be encouraged and enhanced as an indispensable part of building an ASEAN Identity;

Hereby resolves to:


Promote the importance and the establishment of an ASEAN Community by strengthening the role of women as a communicator in sharing and providing knowledge and information to ASEAN Citizens;
Encourage a greater role of women in building an ASEAN Community based on the three pillars including political, economic and social matters by increasing the number of women at higher decision-making levels;

Realize the establishment of the ASEAN Community as a People-Centered Community;


Encourage AIPA women parliamentarians to bring laws in the ASEAN Member Countries into closer harmony;


Enhance and support cooperation among ASEAN Member Countries through the ASEAN Committee on WOMEN (ACW) with other international organizations such as the United Nations Development Program (UNDP), the ASEAN Confederation of Women’s Organization (ACWO) and the South East Asian Regional Cooperation in Human Development Projects (SEARCH), to develop agreements and promote concrete plans of action in building an ASEAN Community.
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
