Resolution on Food and Energy Security

The Thirtieth AIPA General Assembly:

Notes that food security and energy security are vital to the overall security of ASEAN and the well-being of the ASEAN citizens; 

Aware that food is not only a strategic commodity of ASEAN, but it should be made available and accessible in both quantity and quality at reasonable prices that meet 
the needs and consumption of all ASEAN citizens;

Stresses that food supply within the region should be sustainable and ensure world food safety;
Aware that the climate change, drought and floods, lack of irrigation supplies, and depleting water sources are persistent causes of occasional food shortages in the region;

Mindful that while ASEAN strive towards accelerating the establishment of an ASEAN Community by 2015, it is important to ensure that such development is sustainable through, among others, mitigating greenhouse gas emission by means of effective policies and measures, thus contributing to global climate change abatement;

Cognizant that secure and reliable energy supplies are crucial to support and sustain economic and industrial activities;

Considering that the diversification of energy sources and supplies are vital to maintain regional energy security in the long term;

Notes that regional collaboration in the Trans-ASEAN Gas Pipeline (TAGP) and the ASEAN Power Grid (APG) Projects allow the optimization of the region’s energy resources for greater security, flexibility and quality of energy supply;

Emphasizes the need for ASEAN to strengthen energy efficiency and renewable energy development, to promote open trade, facilitation and cooperation in the renewable energy sector and related industries as well as investment in the requisite infrastructure for efficiency use of energy and  renewable energy development;

Recognizes that greater promotion of sustainable energy consumption is the key to enhance security and increase the competitiveness of the energy sector of the region; 

Aware of the need to devise measures and programs of actions to ensure that ASEAN is sufficiently and adequately provided with food and energy security. 

Hereby calls upon AIPA to:

Support the policies and measures of ASEAN to ensure food and energy security for 
the region;

Develop legal and parliamentary means to facilitate the ASEAN food and energy security;

Ensure early ratifications of ASEAN energy agreements as agreed upon at 
the Fourteenth ASEAN Summit in April 2009;

Provide legislative and parliamentary support to


1. Harmonize national food safety regulations with internationally-accepted standards, including quarantine and inspection procedures for the movement of plants, animals, and their products;

Promote production of safe and healthy food by producers at all levels;


3.
Develop model food legislative framework and guidelines and strengthen food inspection and certification system from farm to table in ASEAN Member States;

Mobilize technical cooperation from dialogue partners and international organizations for ASEAN food and energy security programs.
