ASEAN Leaders’ Statement on Cooperation in Flood Prevention, Mitigation, Relief,
Recovery and Rehabilitation

We, the Heads of State/Government of Brunei Darussalam, the Kingdom of Cambodia, the
Republic of Indonesia, the Lao People’s Democratic Republic, Malaysia, the Republic of the
Union of Myanmar, the Republic of the Philippines, the Republic of Singapore, the Kingdom of
Thailand, and the Socialist Republic of Viet Nam, Member States of ASEAN;

EXPRESSING deep sympathy and condolences to fellow ASEAN Member States that have
been affected by massive floods for the loss of lives and damage to property and economic assets;

RECOGNISING the short-term and long-term impacts of massive flooding on people’s
livelihoods, the national and regional economies, agricultural production and food security and the
regional and global industrial supply chain;

ACKNOWLEDGING that the ASEAN Agreement on Disaster Management and Emergency
Response (AADMER) and the ASEAN Coordinating Centre for Humanitarian Assistance on
disaster management (AHA Centre), in cooperation with other disaster management facilities and
centers in the region, play an important role in enhancing regional capacities in disaster
mitigation and management,

EMPHASISING the need to forge regional cooperation in the area of flood prevention,
mitigation, relief, and recovery, as part of our efforts on disaster management, to better cope with
increasingly unpredictable weather conditions which may be attributable to climate change;

REAFFIRMIMG the commitment to build a disaster-resilient ASEAN Community that is well-
prepared for and is able to effectively respond to and recover quickly from natural disasters;

WELCOMING the convening of the 2" Asia-Pacific Water Summit in Bangkok in 2012 which
should be an opportunity for ASEAN and other countries in the Asia-Pacific region to share the
experience regarding regional cooperation on flood management and other related issues;

DO HEREBY agree to:

1. Further enhance cooperation in disaster management and mitigation, including preventing

floods that could pose a threat to human lives, national and regional economies, and the well-
being of our peoples;

2. ' Forge cooperation and enhance the sharing of best practices in the area of management of
water resources, with a view to preventing floods and droughts in the region which could affect
agricultural production and regional food security;

3. Enhance cooperation in post-crisis relief, recovery and rehabilitation, and improve the
effectiveness of coordination of such efforts;

4. Task the Secretary-General of ASEAN and the ASEAN Committee on Disaster
Management (ACDM), in coordination with the relevant sectoral bodies, to look at how ASEAN
can better coordinate and prepare for disasters, including floods to make recommendations on
possible areas of cooperation in flood prevention, mitigation, relief and recovery among ASEAN

and between ASEAN and its Partners, and to follow-up on implementation of this Statement, and
to report to the ASEAN Coordinating Council.

Issued at Bali, Indonesia, this Seventeenth of November in the Year Two thousand and Eleven at
the 19" ASEAN Summit.

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Counter Terrorism

Situation

Terrorism is a major global threat which poses severe security challenges
and grave dangers to every country and region around the world. Southeast Asia.
Driven by violent and extremist political or religious ideas and beliefs, the acts of
terrorism by Islamic extremist groups, particularly al Qaeda and its affiliates, have
dominated and defined the trend of global terrorism in the past decade.

The death of Osama bin Laden, al Qaeda’s leader, nevertheless, raised
renewed global concern over possible acts of retaliation by members of al Qaeda
and its affiliates against the US and allies as well as compelled security and
intelligence service to step up security measures

Thailand’s National Policy on Prevention and Solution of Terrorism

Thailand’s current National Policy on Prevention and Solution of
Terrorism attaches importance to a comprehensive approach to effectively address
the issue including prevention, institutional capacity-building, intelligence
exchange, law enforcement, public participation, international cooperation and
tackling root causes such as poverty, social marginalization or disaccord, and the
lack of access to resources by implementing socio-economic policies and
engagement with the civil society through cross-culture programmes and education
especially among children and youth. To help prevent extremism ideology,
Thailand has rigorously promoted interfaith dialogue and respect for diversity
through close interaction among religion leaders and religious organizations. Rule
of law and respect for human rights need to be upheld in order to deter acts of
violence and to build trust in the judicial system.

However, due to the fast transformation of global and regional terrorism,
Thailand’s security agencies concerned are currently in a process of considering to
redress and assess to formulate a new revision of counter-terrorism strategy that can
respond better to the multi-faceted nature of the problem.

Legal Matters

At the national level, Thailand has imposed the legislative framework in
order to deal more effectively with terrorism.

The Penal Code defines the scope of terrorism and prescribes the act of
terrorism as a serious offense with severe punishment under the Thai criminal law.



The Anti-Money Laundering Act classifies the act of terrorism as a predicate
offense which financing of terrorism will be countered by the asset forfeiture
mechanism under the Anti-Money Laundering act.

- The Penal Code prescribes the act of terrorism as a criminal offence if
that person :
1. Commits a criminal offence, which causes:

a) Death or serious injury to any person’s body or freedom : or

b) Serious damage to a public transportation system, a telecommunication
system or an infrastructure facility of public use : or

c) Damage to property, places, facilities or systems belonging to a
state or government, a person or an environment system, resulting or likely to result
in major economic loss

2. Threatens to commit a terrorist act, or provides forces, arms,
properties or any support for the commission of terrorism.

3. Collects persons or stockpiles weapons, provides with or complies
any propriety, or organizes any preparation or conspiracy in order to commit a
terrorist act ; or commits any offence which is part of a terrorist plan ; or abets
persons to participate in the commission of terrorism, or is aware of the act of
terrorism and conceals such act.

At the regional level, Thailand was one of the first ASEAN Member States
to ratify the ASEAN Convention on Counter-Terrorism, and is working within
ASEAN to get all ASEAN Member States to ratify the Convention to this extent,
Thailand is looking forward to the implementation of the ASEAN Comprehensive
Plan of Action on Counter-terrorism.

At the international level, Thailand fully supports UN Global Counter-
terrorism Strategy which should serve as the blueprint for the international
community in this regard. Currently, Thailand is party to nine out of sixteen UN
Counter-terrorism Conventions and Protocols. The process to ratify all remaining
conventions is being actively undertaken.

Law Enforcement Matter

These is no evidence of international terrorists using Thailand as their
operation base or are operating in Thailand However, Thailand’s strategic location
has underably been exploited by transnational criminal organizations as well as
some members of terrorist group on their safe haven. Thailand has thus closely



monitored the situation and employed a number of preventive measures against any
activities that can be used to support the operation of international terrorist.

On an arms control basis, Thailand recognizes the importance of arms
control regimes and non-proliferation issues. To this end, the regulation on control
of MANPADS has been issued in order to impose stricter control an the possession
of MANPADS as well as closer monitoring on sales, transportation, and import-
export of such weapons. The regulation will prevent the possibility that the weapons
could fall into the hand of criminals and terrorist groups.

Moreover, Thailand has undertaken and strengthened national measures to
present terrorists from acquired Weapons of Mass Destruction (WMD) and related
materials and technologies. Thailand has designated national focal points to control
and monitor movement of WMD and related nationals into and out of the kingdom.
Beside, Thai concerned agencies are in the process of developing an integrated
export control system, incorporating licensing and enforcement, to enhance
Thailand’s capability in controlling WMD-related materials particularly sensitive
dual-use items. In July 2010, the Cabinet approved the setting up of an export
control system for dual-use items and assigned the Ministry of Commerce to be the
focal point for this matter. The Committee on Export Administration for Dual-Use
Items, chaired by the Minister of Commerce and composed of all concerned
agencies, has been established. This Committee is mandated to determine guidelines
for export controls of dual-use items and establish a national control list.

For border control and transportation security Thailand has intensified
its effort to cooperate with partner countries in blocking movement of terrorist and
apprehending them while they are on the move. To improve our border control,
Thailand has enhanced immigration control measures that will help monitor those
traveling to and from Thailand, set up joint passenger information system, increase
the utilization of information and intelligence exchange and employed modern
technology. Considering falsified travel documents, cooperation have been
established between relevant national agencies and a number of countries through
their embassies in Bangkok, with an aim to detect and inspect the falsified travel
document. We are also exploring the new concept of “Smart Airport” with effective
exchange of information between partner airports in order to prevent the “passenger
swap” problem.

Enhance the security efficiency at the seaport, to ensure maritime
security, major ports of Thailand are in full compliance with the International Ship
and Port Facility Security Code (ISPS Code), and have completed the installation of
the Automatic Identification System (AIS) on the certain new ships to comply with
the International Convention for the Safety of life at Sea (SOLAS). In addition, x-
ray machines, CCTV and explosive detectors were installed at all seaports and
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custom inspection stations in Bangkok and other provinces for the examination of
high risk cargos. We have completed the installation of the system recommended
under the Container Security Initiatives (CSI) and the Food Security Initiative (FSI)
at Laem Chabang sea port. We are also working on the system required for mega-
ports at Laem Chabang. To further secure trade, the Royal Thai Navy has engaged
in joint patrols and exercises with other countries, such as Malaysia, Vietnam and
India regularly and the Port Authority of Thailand. Besides the Port Authority of
Thailand and the U.S. Coast Guard jointly held the training on the waterside port
security, port physical security and port vulnerability assessment at Laem Chabang
sea port which is the most importance seaport in Thailand.

Regarding the problem of forgery travel documents, Thailand is being
aware by the seriousness of the problem and its linkage with other group of
organized crime especially terrorist groups. In order to tackle the problem of illegal
travel documents effectively, the National Assembly has passed the amended
Penal Code in July 2007, which stipulates as criminal offences the making forgery,
distribution, sale and possession of illegal passports as well as other travel
documents including foreign travel documents. Up until now, the Royal Thai Police
has seized a have number of counterfeit passports and various other components.
Besides, Thailand extends our joint investigation with Spain in arresting a group of

people in Europe who involve in making and distributing forgery document in
Thailand.

Institutional capacity-building

Thailand has set up institutions both national and operational level that
serve as on mechanism in tackling with terrorism’s threat. At the national level, the
Committee on Counter International terrorism (COCIT) is set up presided by the
crime Minister It’s main duty is to direct and coordinate the policy and strategy on
combating international terrorism. However, this body will be functioned if only
there is an international terrorism happened as interpreted by the Office of the
National Security Council.

To facilitate the decision of COCIT as a policy making body, Sub-
Committee on Counter International Terrorism (Sub-COCIT) is established to be in
charge of following ; (1) exchange views on international terrorism and analyze the
terrorism situation (2) study and review measure on counter international terrorism
and (3) propose appropriate measure to be taken when it occurs, Sub-COCIT is
chaired by the Supreme Commander.

At operational stage, in the eve of a terrorist attack, the Counter Terrorist
Operations Center (CTOC) under the Supreme Command Headquarters comprising
civilian police and Armed Forces will take control of the situation. CTOC is directly
to take orders from and report to the COCIT.



Considering the importance of coordination among relevant agencies on
prevention and solution of terrorism, institutions in term of coordinating mechanism
have been set up. To this extent, the Office of the National Security Council (NSC)
is assigned to be a national focal point regarding counter transnational crime and
terrorism. Besides, the National Crisis Management Centre (NCMC) has been set
up to serve as the centre of coordination and information’s integration among
relevant agencies to manage the crisis more effectively. Thailand Maritime
Enforcement Coordinating Centre also been set up to prevent and counter maritime
terrorism.

As for training institutes, Thailand support the use of regional training
institutes i.e., ILEA JCLEC and SEARCCT as a mechanism for extending
knowledge and expertise relating to counter terrorism to member states. Besides,
Thailand supports all efforts to enhance the potential and ability of human resources
through attending counter terrorism meetings and seminars as well as exchanging
views and practices among agencies and countries in relation to counter terrorism
strategy.

Training

Agency concerned has conducted several kinds of training and workshops
in relation to terrorism as follows.

- CTOC in cooperation with the Australian Government conducted a
counter terrorism seminar on “Challenger and National Counter Terrorism Plan” in
Bangkok during 22 — 26 November 2010. The seminar meant to provide official in
the field of CT to have a better understanding of situation and trend of terrorism,
lessons learn from terrorism incidents in the past as well as to study a formulation of
counter terrorism plan and strategy.

- Furthermore, in order to be prepared and ready for responding to
terrorist activities, the CTOC organized an exercise from 23 February to 11 March
2011 at Don Muang Airport. Participants were civilians, military officers and police
officers, in the total of 450 people. The exercise was meant for each group of
participations i.e., control and command unit, negotiations unit, counter explosion
unit, forensic operation unit, medical unit and so forth.

- The Ministry of Defence in cooperation with German-Southeast Asian
Center of Excellence for Public Policy and Good Governance (CPG), Hans-Seidel
Foundation (HSE), Human Development Forum Foundation (HDFF) and the Centre
for the Steady of Terrorism and Political Violence (CSTPV) conducted Seminar on
Deradicalization and Disengagement of Terrorist as Elements of a Comprehensive
Counter-Terrorism Strategy during 20 — 21 June 2011. The seminar was meant to



give a better understanding about current and evolving trends in deradicalizations as
well as experiences from countries engaged in de-radicalization approach and
program.

- The Emerging Contagious Diseases Division conducted a workshop
regarding the risk and preparation of the possibility of Bio-terrorism in Thailand on
24 June 2011. The workshop is meant to enhance ability of the human resources to
a better understanding of a proliferation of harmful bio-substance and preventive
measures.

Extra-Regional Evaporation

International cooperation is crucial to our efforts in countering terrorism.
To this extent, Thailand engages in bilateral cooperation with various counties as
well as regional and multi lateral counter-terrorism fora.

At the bilateral level, Thailand has established a number of Joint Working
Groups on Security Co-operation. Consultations with several countries, including
India, Russia, Vietnam and Pakistan to discuss and seek ways to enhance
coordination and collaboration on security issues of common concerns, including
counter-terrorism and related transnational crime. In the year 2011, the second
Thailand —~ Pakistan Meeting on Combating Terrorism and Certain Other Crimes
was convened during 20 — 22 February in Pakistan and the Sixth Thailand — India
Joint Working Group on Security Cooperation was convened during 25 — 26 May.
The Fourth Thailand — Vietnam Joint Working Group on Political and Security
cooperation is scheduled to convene in August this year too.

Along with bilateral cooperation, Thailand expand the scope of
cooperation to various multilateral framework including the UN, ARF, APEC,
ASEM, OSCE, BIMSTEC and CICA, for instance.



ILLICIT DRUG TRAFFICKING

Drug trafficking situation in Thailand from 2010 to the first half of 2011
were serious. Large quaritities of illicit drugs from drug producing sites in
neighboring countries were seized several times near border areas and inside the
country during this period especially methamphetamine (yaba and ice) and
cannabis. Other illicit drugs form countries in other regions such as heroin, ice and
club drugs were also seized at the airport and border areas. Besides, precursor
smuggling (in the form of pharmaceutical preparations) was still detected many
times in the country in 2011 like in 2009 — 2010 period. Several million tablets of
cold medicine containing pseudo ephedrine were sized at the international airport
and border provinces while they were smuggled from other countries Via Thailand
into drug producing sites in Golden Triangle areas. Hill tribe minority groups in
neighboring country were always found to get involved with drug production and
distribution while drug smuggling from outside the region was carried out mostly
by people from South and Southwest Asia as well as West African. Iranian
crystallized methamphetamine smugglers were still arrested at the airport in this
year like the last 2 years. Ice was found to be smuggled from both inside and
outside this region.

Information Exchange

Information exchange is done on regular basis. Joint operation for
exchanging drug information with ASEAN member countries to track down and
suppress drug traffickers/networks were still carried out in this period like in
previous years. On May 17" 2011, representatives of Thailand and other ASEAN
member countries signed MOU with representative of Republic of Korea to
establish Asia-Pacific Information & Coordination Centre for the Prevention and
Combating Drug Crime (APICC)at Cheju city in Korea. The main objective of

APICC establishment is to make the Asia-Pacific region drug-free through
cooperation and the sharing of information regarding the illicit trafficking of drugs
and precursors. The establishment of APICC is now at the early stage, and it is
being carried out by the Supreme Prosecutors Office (SPO) of the Republic of
Korea. This international cooperation in drug control is under SOMTC+3

Thailand has also signed the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) or
agreements on drug control with Argentina, Poland Peru, Cambodia, Vietnam,
China, Myanmar, Lao PDR, Tajikistan Uzbekistan, and South Korea, and now it is
considering to sign MOU with Kazakhstan, Iran, and Russia, Besides, the country is
a party to the 1993 Memorandum of Understanding.

Law Enforcement Matters

Thailand carried out joint operations with in ASEAN countries to suppress
international drug traffickers between October 2010 — June 2010. Office of the
Narcotics Control Board, Thailand and Office of Central Committee for Drug
Abuse Control Myanmar cooperated in investigating drug trafficking groups along
Thailand-Myanmar border and resulted the seizures of 10,000/ 15,000 Yaba tablets,
62 and 3 kgs of crystalline methamphetamine and 68 kgs of heroin in Thachileik,
Myanmar drug suspect was deported from Thailand to Myanmar. The information
sharing between Thailand and Malaysian Police resulted in suppression 283 kgs of
cannabis from Thailand and Malaysia on 13 February 2011. Since 2003 Border
Liaison Offices (BLO) has been the mechanism for Thailand and neighboring
countries (Myanmar, Lao PDR, Cambodia) in cooperation on drug matters along the
common border. More and closer cooperation to suppress drug trafficking networks
near border areas are expected to begin in the second half of 2011.
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Training

Thailand is the centre of narcotics law enforcement training in Southeast
Asia. The Office of the Narcotics Control Board (ONCB) is responsible for
conducting various kind of training and study visit on drug control at both national
and international levels. It provides the computer-based training (CBT) to narcotics
law enforcement officers throughout the country. The training subjects are varied
such as drug investigation asset forfeiture, search techniques, information exchange,
money laundering, and etc. Besides, the ONCB conducts International Narcotics
Law Enforcement Training Course every year by getting the financial support from
Thailand International Cooperation Agency (TICA). The trainees are law
enforcement officers recruited from countries in the Asia-Pacific region. In 2010,
the Training was conducted in the late January, but in this year it will be organized
in the late November in Bangkok. Another significant annual international training
course supported by the Drug Advisory Programme (DAP) of the Colombo Plan
Secretariat is the Training Course on Precursors and Chemicals Control for ASEAN
Narcotics Law Enforcement Officers. The latest one of this Training Course was
conducted between 12 — 28 August 2011 in Bangkok on cost-sharing basis. The
participants are from ASEAN member countries and some South and Southwest
Asian countries. Besides, International Law Enforcement Academy (ILEA) of
Thailand provides training to drug law enforcement officers every year.

Institution Capacity Building

The Royal Thai Government always gives its priority to drug control so
institution capacity building is necessary for coping with drug problems/situation
which is changing all the time. As the national coordinating agency for drug control
in Thailand working under the supervision of Ministry of Justice, therefore, the
Office of the Narcotics Control Board always develops its drug control plans and
strategies as well as its organizational structures. The National Centre for
Combating Drug (NCCD), which is now located at the ONCB’s headquarters in
Bangkok, has been established to supervise national drug control works in Thailand
since the early September 2011. The ONCB and the Royal Thai Police as well as
other government agencies concerned will work together closely to fight against
drugs. Their first priority is to find effective ways to suppress drug trafficking in the
country and to take drug users to treatment centers as many as possible.
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Extra-regional Cooperation

Thailand cooperated and coordinated with many countries in fighting
against drugs under several international drug control cooperation frameworks e.g.
bilateral cooperation with neighboring countries such as Thailand-Myanmar,
Thailand-Lao PDR, Thailand-Malaysia, Thailand-Vietnam, and Thailand-China,
and multilateral cooperation such as the 1993 MOU on Drug Control, ASOD,
ASEAN, ACCORD, HONLEA, ADEC, ADLOMECO and etc. Thailand sends its
officers to China to join ASEAN Law Enforcement Liaison Officers Program every
year. In addition. The ONCB conducted the Seminar Workshop on Legal Matters
for Drug Control in Bangkok during 7 — 9 June 2010. Another significant
International Meeting on drug control is The 34™ HONLEA Meeting which was
organized by UNODC and the ONCB in Bangkok from 29 October to 3 December
2010. In this year, the Meeting R3A between Thailand, China, Myanmar and Laos
was held during 7 — 12 March 2011. The main objective of the Meeting were to
survey the route R3A (Kumming-Bangkok) to prevent drug smugglers from using
this route to transport illicit drugs in the future, and to establish mechanism between
China, Thailand, and Lao PDR for monitoring drug smuggling in the area.
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
