RESOLUTION ON
PROMOTING THE ROLE OF AIPA IN RESPONSE TO 
CHALLENGES OF ASEAN ECONOMIC COMMUNITY AND SUPPORTING GREEN GROWTH 
Proposed by Indonesia and Viet Nam

The Thirty-Fourth AIPA General Assembly:

Recalling AIPA Resolution No. Res 29GA/2008/Eco/02 on Economic Integration and AIPA Resolution No. Res. 28GA/2007/Eco/02 on the Acceleration of ASEAN Integration;
Noting AIPA Resolutions No. 32GA/2011/Eco.01 on Promoting Economic Growth and Sustainable Development towards Narrowing Development Gap in ASEAN, Res 32GA/2011/Eco.02 on Climate Change: Challenges and Adaptation for Economic Growth adopted in Phnom Penh, Cambodia in 2011, and Res 33GA/2012/ECO/02 on the creation of a green economy to promote sustainable development adopted in Indonesia in 2012;
Recalling ASEAN’s Leaders Statement on Sustained Recovery and Development, which highlighted the leaders’ determination to promote green growth, including investment in long-term and environmental sustainability, technological innovation and sustainable use of natural resources in order to diversifiy and ensure economic resilience;
Reaffirming our full commitment and support in regional economic integration which is aimed at creating a single market and production base, alleviating poverty and narrow the development gap within ASEAN as enshrined in the ASEAN Charter; 

Recognizing both the upcoming opportunities and challenges of ASEAN Economic Community 2015, especially in reducing socio-economic development gaps, increasing people’s awareness and eliminating non-tariff barriers; 

Realizing further that green growth will contribute to the response of the challenges in the implementation of the ASEAN Economic Community 2015, including climate change, poverty reduction and to ensure  a sustainable economic development as indispensable parts of regional economic integration;

Stressing the need for the people of ASEAN member states to boost their competitiveness at the regional and international market by proactively engaging in green growth economic activities, targeting areas where incentives for private investment are limited and flows are scarce, including essential infrastructure and human and institutional capacity building;


Noting with appreciation the discussion of the 5th AIPA Caucus Meeting in Dalat, Vietnam in May 2013 on the promotion of green growth and on the initiative of Vietnam to establish an ASEAN Green Growth Centre;


Hereby resolves to:


Fully support ASEAN’s commitment and efforts in creating a stable, prosperous, sustainable and highly competitive economic region,  by adopting (but not limited to) necessary legislation, formulating policies and providing appropriate budget as well as supervising the progress of implementation of an integrated economic community and the promotion of green growth;

Encourage ASEAN Governments to share the necessary information on national measures and activities relevant to the regional efforts in realising the ASEAN Economic Community 2015;

Encourage AIPA Member Parliaments to best contribute to addressing challenges in the implementation of the ASEAN Economic Community 2015;

Request the AIPA Member Parliaments to uphold the regional efforts of narrowing the development gap and ensuring a more equitable and resilient ASEAN Economic Community by facilitating the integration of green growth into core economic strategies, the implementation of ASEAN Framework on Equitable Economic Development (AFEED), and the acceleration of the Initiatives on ASEAN Integration (IAI); 



Request further commitment from ASEAN Stakeholders to actively be involved in the development of an environmentally friendly and people-oriented institution that implements greater wealth generation, job creation and sustainable economic development;

Support the efforts to do further study on the establishment of an ASEAN Green Growth Centre;


Request  the ASEAN Member States to explore opportunities to develop cooperation with developed countries on green growth strategies that contribute to poverty reduction, job creation, and help ensure socially inclusive economic growth in an environmentally sustainable manner;

Encourage AIPA Member Parliaments to promote fair competition policies, including ensuring better connectivity that will facilitate and increase trade amongst ASEAN member states and with those from outside the region;  


Request further commitment from stakeholders, to include business practitioners, to be actively involved in the development of ASEAN;
