RESOLUTION ON 

ROLE OF AIPA IN ADVANCING THE POST 2015 DEVELOPMENT AGENDA

Proposed by Indonesia
The Thirty-Fourth AIPA General Assembly:

Recalling AIPA Resolution No. 32GA/2011/Soc/02 on the Role of Parliamentarians of AIPA Member Countries in Accelerating the Implementation of Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) by 2015 and Resolution No. 33GA/2012/DR/WAIPA/01 on Supporting the ASEAN Member States in Strengthening their Collaboration in Implementing the MDGs Roadmap and to Narrow Development Gaps among ASEAN Member States;

Reaffirming AIPA commitment to the achievement of the MDGs and to continue this commitment in the post 2015 Development Agenda;
Reaffirming also the commitment of AIPA to join the global efforts of Sustainable Development, as referring to Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) agreed during the UN Conference on Sustainable Development held in Rio de Janeiro in June 2012 (Rio+20);

Welcoming the outcome document of the Rio+20 that highlights the role of parliaments and citizens in shaping development policies of developing countries;
Being aware that AIPA Member Parliaments have the important role to support their respective governments in securing protection for its people to ensure a people-centered, inclusive and cohesive ASEAN Community;  

Noting that overall ASEAN Member States have made progress towards the attainment of the MDGs, but also, mindful of the fact that progress on achieving some of the MDGs is lagging and many people in the region are still living with hunger, vulnerability and deprivation, and that inequality is still in existence within and among countries in the Southeast Asia. 

Hereby resolves to:

Support ASEAN Leaders’ efforts to speed up their commitments in developing a roadmap on building the post-2015 vision for ASEAN;

Reiterate our commitment to continue the collaboration among ASEAN Member States with a view to contributing to the enhancement of global partnership for the post 2015 development agenda in order to achieve those goals;

Call on AIPA Member Parliaments to continue mobilizing regional and national stakeholders, narrowing the development gaps among ASEAN Member States, attaining the  MDGs, and continuing the spirit of MDGs in the post 2015 Development Agenda through the development of a conducive economic environment for inclusive growth; 

Call upon ASEAN Governments to pursue concerted and collaborative effort in ensuring sustainable food and energy supply to be distributed  equitably across the region;
Call upon AIPA Member Parliaments to execute their legislative role in encouraging their respective Governments to provide social protection, inter-alia through quality education, essential healthcare and adequate social welfare, social safety nets and social security, as it is fundamental in creating more inclusive and sustainable development, environmental protection, and to ensure the wellbeing, livelihood and welfare of the peoples, particularly in times of financial and economic crisis.
