5- Fifth Freedom Traffic R i ~ h t s :  
Noturithstanding the provision of paragraph 2 of Article 2 of the 
Agreement, the two delegations agreed that the designated airline(s) of 
each Contracting Party shall be permitted to exercise 5th freedom traffic 
righrs up to three (3) weekly services on each sector to/from beyond 
points on its specified routes. 

6- Entrv into force: 
Pending the exchange of the Diplomatic Notes, according to Articles 8 
and 13 of the Air Transport Agreement, this Memorandum of 
Understanding shall be applied provisionally as from the date of signature 
and shall come into force when confirmed by the exchange of Diplomatic 
Notes. 
This Memorandum of Understanding shall replace the previous 
Memorandum of Understanding dated jrd August 2001 (12 Mordad 
I3  80).

I have the honour to refer to the consultation held in Tehran on 11-12 June 
2007 to discuss matters relating to the Bilateral Air Transport Agreement between the 
Government of the Kingdom of Thailand and the Government of the Islamic Republic 
of Iran, done on 25 April 2002 (hereinafter referred to as "the Agreement"). 

In this connection, I have further the honour to confirm, on behalf of the 
Government of the Kingdom of Thailand, the agreements reached during the 
consultation as Follows: 

1. Airline Designation: 

Pursuant to Article 3 of the Air Transport Agreement, the Government of the Islamic 

Republic of Iran hereby designated Iran Air and Mahan Air as designated airlines of 

the Islamic Republic of Iran, and the Government of the Kingdom of Thailand hereby 

designated Thai Airways International Plc. as a designated airline of the Kingdom of 

Thailand. 

Additional designation by both sides shall be made in accordance with the procedure 

stated in Article 3 of the Air Transport Agreement. 

2. The Capacity and Frequency: 

The designated airline(s) of either Contracting Party shall be permitted to operate up 

to fourteen (1 4) weekly services with any type of aircraft on its specified routes. 

3. Modification of the Annex (Route Schedule) to the Air Transport 

Agreement 

Both delegations agreed to replace the new Route Schedule annexed to the Agreement 

as attachment "A". 

4. Code sharing 

In operating air services on the agreed routes, the designated airline(s) of either 

Contracting Party may enter into joint operating arrangements with the designated 



airline(s) of the other Contracting Party which holds the appropriate routes and traffic 

rights, in the following manner:

If the above confirmation is acceptable to the Government of the Islamic 

Republic of Iran, I have the honour to propose that this Note and Your Excellency's 

Note in reply to that effect shall be regarded as constituting an Agreement in this 

matter between our two Governments.

In this connection, I have further the honour to confirm, on behalf of the 
Government of the Kingdom of Thailand, the agreements reached during the 
consultation as Follows: 

1. Airline Designation:

Republic of Iran, I have the honour to propose that this Note and Your Excellency's 

Note in reply to that effect shall be regarded as constituting an Agreement in this 

matter between our two Governments." 

In reply, I have further the honour to inform Your Excellency that the 
foregoing confirmation is acceptable to the Government of the Islamic Republic of 
Iran and that Your Excellency's Note and this Note in reply constitute an Agreement 
in this matter between our two Governments which shall enter into force on the date 
of this Note.
