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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 

(1) Delegations representing THE GOVERIVMENT OF THE KINGDOM OF 
THAILAND and THE GOVERNMENT OF THE KJNGDOM OF SAUDI ARABLA 
met in Jeddah on 9-10 May 2005, for the purpose of reviewing the 
operational strategies in conformity to the Bilateral Air Services 
Agreement between the two respective countries signed in Jeddah on 8 
August 1984.. A list of the members of the two delegations appears as 
Attachment (A and B). 

( 2 )  The negotiations were conducted in a friendly and cordial atmosphere 
and covered the following aspects: 

2.1 Air Sewices Agreement Text: 

(a> Both Contracbng Parties have agreed to amend Artjcle 3 (1) of 
the Agreement to reflect multiple designation principle to read 
as follows: 

"Each Contracting Party shall have the right to designate in 
writing to the other Contractir~g Party one or more airlines for 
the purpose of operating the agreed services on the specified 
routes." 

The new Article 3 (1) will be agreed by each contracting party in 
accordance with Article l l (2 )  of the Agreement, and enters into 
force by an exchange of diplomatic notes. 

(b) Both Contracting Parties have agreed to incorporate Air Safety 
as Article (4 a) of the agreement and Aviation Security as Article 
(4 b). Both articles will enter into force by an exchange of 
diplomatic notes in accordance with Article l l (2)  of the 
Agreement. The new Articles to be incorporated are shown in 
Attachment (C) and (D) of this M.O.U. 

2.2 The Operational Framework: 

Both Parties have agreed to conduct air services in conformity to 
the following framework: 



2.2.1 Designation of Airlines. 

(a) The Government of the Kingdom of Thailand hereby accepts 
(Saudi Arabian Airlines), as the designated airline of the 
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia. 

(b) The Government of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia hereby 
accepts Thai Airways, as tbe designated Airline of the 
Kingdom of Thailand. 

2.2.2 Traffic Rights Pmvisisns. 

In operating the air services on their respective routes, 
the designated airline(s) of the two Contracting Parties 
shall enjoy full rights in 3d and 4* freedom traffic. With 
regard to 5* freedom traffic rights, an agreement has to 
be reached between the two Contracting Parties. 

(a) Passenger and/or All Cargo Scheduled 
Flighe Entitlement 

The designated airline(s) of each Contracting Party shall be 
entitiled to operate services, with any type of aircraft, on its 
specified route, with following entitlements:

- Up to 5 weekly services between any point in Thailand 
and Riyadh - Up to 4 weekly services between any point in Thailand 
and Jeddah 

- Unlimited number of frequencies between any point in 
Thailand and Damrnam

- Up to 9 weekly services from Jeddah and Riyadh to any 
points in Thailand 

- Unlimited number of frequencies between Dammam and 
any point in Thailand. 



(b) Extra Flight Entitlement 

The need for extra flight is determined on an ad-hoc basis 
between the designated airlines of each Contracting Party and 
Flight details are filed to the Aeronautical Authorities of each 
Contracting Party for appropriate authorization. 

2.2.3 Marketing Alliances and Code Sharing Arrangement 

For better utilization of market access and serving the market demand 
between the two countries, both parties agreed to encourage the 
designated airlines of each Contracting Party to enter into marketing 
alliances arrangements as of code-sharing arrangements in both 
passengers and cargo avenues. Code sharing operation by the 
designated airlines of both Contracting Parties is conducted in conformity 
to the following provisions: 

In operating or holding out the authorized services on the agreed routes, 
any designated airline of one Contracting Party may enter into bilateral 
code-sharing arrangenients with: 

an airline clr airlines of one Contracting Party and 
an airline or airlines of the other Contracting Party, and 
an airline or airlines of a third country, provided that 
such third co~~ntry authorizes or allows comparable 
arrangements between the airlines of the other Party 
and other airlines on services to, from and via such 
third country. 

provided that all airlines in such arrangements 

- hold the appropriate authority to operate on the 
routes and segments concerned, and 

- in respect of any ticket sold by it, make it clear to 
the purchaser at the point of sale which airline will 
actually operate each sector of the service and with 
which airline or airlines the purchaser is entering into 
a contractua! relationship. 

The absence of an understanding between one Contracting party and a 
third party relating to third country carrier code-sharing-arrangements 
will not preclude the exercise of this entitlement by the designated 
airlines of the other Contracting Party. 



It is the common understanding of both Contracting Parties that 
code-sharing services are not counted against the capacity 
entitlement of the marketing carrier. 

2.3 Route Schedule: 

The designated airline of each Contracting Party shall have the 
right to operate on the route specified in the Annex to the text 
of the agreement, which is modified to read as attachment (E): 

(3) Entry into Force 

The provisions of this Memorandum of Understanding will enter into 
force with immediate effect from the date of signature and superceeds 
the previous memorandums.

1. The Contracting Parties reaffirni that their obligation to each 
other to protect the security of civil aviation against acts of ur~lawful 
interference forms an integral part of this Agreement.

security provisions are applicable to the Parties; they shall require 
that operators of aircraft of their registry or operators of aircraft who 
have their principal place of business or permanent residence in 
their territory and the operators of airports in their territory act in 
conformity to such aviation security provisions. 

4. Each Contracting Party agrees that such operators of aircraft 
may be required to observe the aviation security provisions referred

Each Contracting Party shall ensure that 
adequate measures are effectively applied within its territory to 
protect the aircraft and to inspect passengers, crew, carry-on items, 
baggage, cargo and aircraft stores prior to and during boarding or 
loading.

2. Each Contracting Party may request consultancy procedures concerning the safety 
standards maintained by the other Contracting Party relating to aeronautical facilities, aircrew, 
aircraft and operations of aircraft provided that such consultancy procedures to be performed 
within (30) days fiom the date the request is delivered. If, following such consultations, one 
Contracting Party finds that the other Contracting Party does not effectively maintain and 
administer safety standards and requirements in these areas that at least equal the minimum 
standards which may be established pursuant to the Convention on International Civil 
Aviation, the other Contracting Party shall be notified of such findings of deficiencies and the 
steps considered necessary to conform to these safety standards, and the other Contracting 
Party shall take appropriate corrective action during (30) days or during an agreed upon time 
period between the two Contracting Parties. 

3. When an urgent action is essential to ensure the safety of an airline operation, each 
Contracting Party reserves the right to immediately suspend the operating authorization of an 
airline or airlines of the other Contracting Party. 

4. Any action by one Contracting Party in accordance with paragraph (3) above shall be 
discontinued once the basis of the taking of that action ceases to exist. 

5 .  Pursuant to Article 16 of the Chicago Convention, any aircraft operated, or any aircraft 
whose ownership does not belong to the designated airlines of either of the Contracting Party 
in accordance with the designation provision of this Agreement and is utilized to conduct air 
services operation in accordance with the provision of this Agreement to and from the 
territory of the other Contracting Party through leasing arrangements from another air carrier 
belong to the state of either Contracting Party or third party state, shall be the subject of a 
search by the authorized representatives of the other Contracting Party. Notwithstanding the 
obligations mentioned in Article 33 of the Chicago Convention, the purpose of this search is 
to verify the validity of the relevant aircraft documentation, the licensing of its crew, and that 
the aircraft equipment and the condition of the aircraft conform to the standards established at 
that time pursuant to the Chicago Convention, provided this does not cause unreasonable 
delay in the operation of the aircraft. 



Attachment B 

ARTICLE 4B 
AVIATION SECURITY 

1. The Contracting Parties reaffirm that their mutual obligation to protect the security of 
civil aviation against acts of unlawful interference forms an integral part of this Agreement. 
Without limiting the generality of their rights and obligations under international law, the 
Contracting Parties shall, in particular, act in conformity to the provisions of the Convention 
on Offences and Certain Other Acts Committed on Board Aircraft, signed at Tokyo on 14 
September 1963, the Convention for the Suppression of Unlawful Seizure of Aircraft, signed 
at the Hague on 16 December 1970 and the Convention for the Suppression of Unlawful Acts 
against the Safety of Civil Aviation, signed at Montreal on 23 September 1971. 

2. The Contracting Parties shall provide upon request all necessary assistance to each 
other to prevent acts of unlawful seizure of civil aircraft and other unlawful acts against the 
safety of such aircraft, their passengers and crew, airports and air navigation facilities, and 
any other threat to the security of civil aviation. 

3. The Contracting Parties shall, in their mutual relations, act in conformity to the 
aviation security provisions established by the International Civil Aviation Organization and 
designated as Annexes to the Chicago Convention to the extent that such security provisions 
are applicable to the Contracting Parties; they shall require that operators of aircraft of their 
registry or operators of aircraft who have their principal place of business or permanent 
residence in their territory and the operators of airports in their territory act in conformity to 
such aviation security provisions. 

4. Each Contracting Party agrees that such operators of aircraft may be required to 
observe the aviation security provisions referred to in paragraph 3 above required by the other 
Contracting Party for entry into, departure fiom, or while within the territory of that other 
Contracting Party. Each Contracting Party shall ensure that adequate measures are effectively 
applied within its territory to protect the aircraft and to inspect passengers, crew, carry-on 
items, baggage, cargo and aircraft stores prior to and during boarding or loading. Each 
Contracting Party shall also give sympathetic consideration to any request fiom the other 
Contracting Party for reasonable special security measures to meet a particular threat. 

5 .  When an incident or threat of an incident of unlawful seizure of civil aircraft or other 
unlawful acts against the safety of such aircraft occurs to their passengers and crew, airport or 
air navigation facilities, the Contracting Parties shall assist each other by facilitating 
communications and other appropriate measures intended to terminate rapidly and safely such 
incident or threat thereof.
