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Record of Discussions 

between the Aeronautical Authority of 

The Kingdom of Thailand and Japan 

Consultations were held between the aeronautical authorities of the Kingdom of 

Thailand (hereinafter referred to as "Thailand") and Japan on 28 and 29 

November 2007 in Chiang Mai. The delegation of Thailand W ~ S  led by Mr. 

Chaisak Angkasuwan, Director General, Department of Civil Aviation, and the 

Japanese delegation was led by Mr. Ryuhei Maeda, Deputy Director-General, 

Civil Aviation Bureau, Ministry of Land, Infrastructure and Transport. 

Discussions were held in a friendly and cordial atmosphere. 

The lists of both delegations are attached as Appendices A and B 

Both delegations wish to record as follows; 

Route Schedule 

1. Both delegations shared the view that the existing Schedule to the 

Agreemerit between Japan and Thailand for Air Services (hereinafter referred to 

as "the Agreement") should be amended as set out in Appendix C. The new 

Schedule should come into force when confirmed by an exchange of diplomatic 

notes in accordance with Article 14 of the Agreement. 

2. The second paragraph of section 1 of the Record of Discussions signed on 7 

December 2005 (hereinafter referred to as "the ROD") should be superseded by 

th:? following: 

"Both delegations also shared the view that the designated airline(s) of 

Japan may, on its specified route, co-terminalize two (2) points in Thailand 

arrd ttie designated airline(s) of Thailand may, on its specified route, co- 

t e ~  ir~ir~alize two (2) points in Japan." 

3. Both delegations further shared the view that the designated a~rline(s) of 

eacii Contracting Party rnay operate their services on the routes set out in

exchange of diplomatic notes. 



Capacity Entitlements 

4. Both delegations shared the view that section 2. Capacity Entitlements of the 

Record of Discussions signed on 6 April 2004 and section 2. Capacity 

Entitlements of the Record of Discussions signed on 7 December 2005 should be 

replaced by the following: 

"Both delegations shared the view that the following services may operated 

using any passenger, combi and/or all-cargo type aircraft excluding A380: 

(1) The designated ail-lines of each country may  exercise the third and 

fourth freedom traffic rights between any points in Thailand and any 

points in Japan with unlimited frequencies. 

(2) The total number of intermediate stops in each direction s h o ~ ~ l d  not 

exceed twenty-one (21) per week for the designated airline(s) of each 

Contracting Party. It is understood that, within the above mentioned 

twenty-one (21) stops per week, for the designated airline(s) of 

Thailand, when using Taipei as an intermediate point, the total number 

of stops at Taipei in each direction should not exceed six (6) per week. 

( 3 )  The designated airline(s) of each Contracting Party may operate the 

agreed services on the specified routes beyond the territory of the 

other Contracting Party up to twenty-one (21) frequencies per week in 

total for each side." 

5 .  Notwithstanding the above, the Japanese delegation stated that no  more 

additional slots at Narita International Airport are available. The delegation of 

Thailand understood the above. 

Tariffs 

6. Both delegations confirmed that in implementing Article I 1  of the Agreement 
with regard to the tariffs: 

(1) the aeronautical authorities of either side would not require the designated 
airline(s) to consult other airline(s) about the tariffs which they charge or 
propose to charge for agreed services; and 



(2) the aeronautical authorities of either side may require filing of tariffs charged 

or proposed to be charged to or from its territory by airlines of either side. 

Filing by the airlines [nay be required no longer than thirty (30) days before 

the proposed date of effectiveness. 

Aviation Safety and Security 

7. Noting the significance of ensuring aviation safety and security in the 
bilateral aviation relationship, both delegations confirmed the foliowing: 

(1) If either side finds that the regulations or practices on aviation safety and 
security maintained by the other side in areas relating to aeronautical 
facilities, flight crew, aircraft and operations of aircraft are not likely to 

conform to the international standards designated as Annexes to the 

Convention on lnternational Civil Aviation, other than the differences 

notified to the lnternational Civil Aviation Organization in accordance with 
Article 38 of the Convention (hereinafter referred to as "the lnternational 

Standards"), and to the provisions of the Convention on Offences and 
Certain Other Acts Committed on Board Aircraft, the Convention for the 

Suppression of Unlawful Seizure of Aircraft, the Convention for .the 
Suppression of Unlawful Acts against the Safety of Civil Aviation, Protocol 
for the Suppression of Unlawful Acts of Violence at Airports Serving 

lnternational Civil Aviation, Supplementary to the Convention for the 

Suppression of Unlawful Acts against the Safety of Civil Aviation, Done at 

Montreal on 23 September 1971 and the Convention on the Marking of 
Plastic Explosives for the Purpose of Detection (hereinafter referred to as 

"the Conventions"), it may request consultations with the other side. Such 

consultation should take place within a period of thirty (30) days from the 

date of receipt of such request. If, following the consultation, the other side 

confirms that its regulations or practices on aviation safety and security do 
not conform to the lnternational Standards and the Conventions, that other 

side should take steps considered necessary to conform its regulations or 

practices to the lnternational Standards and the Conventions. 

(2) The aeronautical authorities of either side may search aircraft engaged in 
the agreed services operated by the designated airlines of the other side in 
its territory, -except during flight, and without causing the operation of the 
aircraft unreasonable delay, to verify the validity of the relevant aircraft 
documentation, the licensing of its crew, and that the aircraft equipment 
and condition of the aircraft conform to the lnternational Standards and the 
Conventions. 



(3) When it is essential to ensure the aviation safety and security, each side 
may immediately revoke, suspend or impose conditions on the operating 

authorization of airline(s) of the other side in accordance with Article 7 of 

the Agreement. 

Entry into force 

8. Both delegations decided that the provisions of this Record of Discussions 

will be applied administratively from the date on which the aeronautical 

authorities of Thailand inform the aeronautical authorities of Japan that the 

necessary legal procedures have been completed. 

Others 

9. Both delegations shared the view to hold .the next round of consultations to 
discuss further arrangements in order to promote civil aviation between two 

countries, including slots at Narita Airport, after the third quarter of 2008.

If the above confirmation is acceptable to the Government of Japan, I have 
further the honour to propose that this Note and Your Excellency's Note in reply to that 
effect shall constitute an Agreement on this matter between our two Governments.

Convention for the Suppression of Unlawful Acts against the Safety of Civil Aviation, 
Protocol for the Suppression of Unlawful Acts of Violence at Airports Serving 
International Civil Aviation, Supplementary to the Convention for the Suppression of 



Unlawhl Acts against the Safety of Civil Aviation, Done at Montreal on 23 September 
197 1 and the Convention on the Marking of Plastic Explosives for the Purpose of 
Detection (hereinafter referred to as "the Conventions"), it may request consultations with 
the other side. Such consultation should take place within the period of thirty (30) days 
fiorn the date of receipt of such request.

8. Both delegations decided that the provisions of this Record of 
Discussions will be applied administratively fi-om the date on which the aeronautical 
authorities of Thailand inform the aeronautical authorities of Japan that the necessary legal 
procedures have been completed. 

9. Both delegations shared the view to hold the next round of consultations 
to discuss further arrangements in order to promote civil aviation between two countries, 
including slots at Narita Airport, after the third quarter of 2008. 

If the above confurnation is acceptable to the Government of Japan, I have 
further the honour to propose that this Note and Your Excellency's Note in reply to that 
effect shall constitute an Agreement on this matter between our two Governments." 

In reply, I have further the honour to inform Your Excellency that the foregoing 
confiiation is acceptable to the Government of Japan and that Your Excellency's Note 
and this Note in reply constitute an Agreement in this matter between our two 
Governments which shall enter into force on the date of this Note. 

Accept, Excellency, the assurances of my highest consideration.
